Now I have 
good doctors and great staff to help me get the services I need and want,” said Lap Nguyen, a PACE 
participant for five years. “I enjoy the activities, like the Vietnamese music and English as a Second 
Language (ESL) classes. Since enrolling, I feel my health and overall well-being have improved, along 
with my quality of life.”
